Break Ground for School
Garden at La Tijera

A garden is expected to be
built at La Tijera Academy of
Excellence Charter School this
month, with prepping days that
began on Tuesday, July 26th.
The Social Justice Learning In-
stitute (SJLI) and eleven AT&T
volunteers primed the site for
future building of the garden.

“We are prepping it; complete-
ly removing the unwanted plants
and weeds that have popped
up. We're basically taking it
back down to a clean slate,” said
Karsten Tuttle, SJLI's Health Eg-
uity Project Manager.

Tuttle explained that they will
be working over the next couple
of days to make sure that the
area is completely free of weeds
and then following up with com-
post, manure and soil in order to
create a healthy garden.

“During the next couple of
days, we will also be putting in
raised beds. There’s going to
be at least 18 raised beds be-
cause there’s 9 different grade
levels K-8,” said Tuttle. “We'll
even start a little compost area
where students can create their
own soil,” he added.

Linda Reyes, SJLI's Develop-
ment and Communications Man-
ager, said this first day of prep-
ping was also AT&T's Intern Day
of Impact with SJLI. “Their Na-
tional Community Relations team
reached out to us for a potential
volunteer day,” said Reyes.

About 11 student intern vol-
unteers from AT&T’s LA office
came to the site for the summer.
“Since we have the upcom-
ing garden build in August, we
thought this would be the best
use of their time, and they could
see what we're doing in terms of
how health equity works.”

School-based gardens can
teach students healthier eating
habits, in addition to promoting
health and wellness. However,
community gardens also sup-
port the educational program
at IUSD, as an academic ex-
tension for science classes or
outdoor classroom activities.

The building of school gardens
is also an educational instrument
that not only targets children, but
their families, community, and the
school itself. The garden curricu-
lum can include learning how to
grow food, how to harvest it, and
how to preserve it. Additionally, it
teaches students how to proper-
ly prepare foods and respect for
the environment. The garden can
also help students and commu-
nity members be aware of what
to grow to support healthy eating
habits (nutrition education), or
growing to sell (market gardening/
business studies). Garden curric-
ulums often include experiential

learning, social learning, and life
skills which can help move learn-
ing into real-life practice.

This specific garden build was
sponsored by Whole Kids Foun-
dation, nonprofit 501(c)(3) found-

With a new school year on
the horizon, the Inglewood Uni-
fied School District is once again
looking to enrich its academic at-
mosphere for students by imple-
menting a list of objectives- rang-
ing from new teaching techniques
to support training for teachers.

IUSD’s Professional Develop-
ment program will focus on provid-
ing enhanced academic support to
all schools in the district through
several new measures including a
new textbook adoption in English
Language Arts, English Language
Development and Math; integrated
ELD for mastering language and
content; integrating Next Genera-
tion Science Standards; preparing
for Cognitive Guided Instruction
in Math; delivering Advanced via

Individual Determination (AVID)
and Positive Behavior Intervention
Support training (PBIS); and pro-
viding professional development
with district staff, textbook pub-
lishers, and experts from the LA
County Office of Education.

According to district officials,
teachers will begin receiving their
training for CGI, AVID and PBIS
in August, just in time for the new
school year.

Educational Services Chief Aca-
demic Officer Dr. Tiffany Rudek said
this year’s list of professional devel-
opment goals will be a major benefit
to the staff and students because of
it promises to increase all facets of
student life, from kindergarten all the
way through 12th grade.

‘It is our endeavor to pro-

vide teachers with the needed
academic support to help them
implement programs with fidel-
ity ultimately increase student
achievement,” said Rudek.

Director of English Language
Learners and Professional De-
velopment Dr. Rene Rosas, who
is new to IUSD, is eager to be-
gin his tenure in the district that
is also taking on many new and
exciting academic goals.

“I hope to make a positive im-
pact with the community for a great
learning experience,” Rosas said.
“| am excited to be part of a team
that is obviously committed to the
students to make a difference.”

These comprehensive goals
are integral to student success for
the next school year and beyond.

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STEAM:CODERS Teach STEM And Spur Imagination

The After School Education
and Safety (ASES) Program
provides students with oppor-
tunities to become success-
ful 21st Century leaders. The
partnerships between schools
and local community resourc-
es, allows ASES to provide lit-
eracy, academic enrichment,
and safe constructive alterna-
tives for students in kindergar-
ten through eighth grade (K-8)
during beyond-the-bell school
hours. Recently, students at
Centinela Elementary and
Frank D. Parent School were
given an opportunity to build on
their success by learning com-
puter skills through STEAM
(Science, Technology, Engi-
neering, Arts, and Math).

STEAM was adopted by
the ASES program in order to
make students feel confident
about pursuing STEAM careers
and help them “engage in ac-
tivities that will spur imagination
and innovation in a quest to find
solutions.”

In April, ASES students
embarked on a 10-week af-
ter school experience with the
non-profit group STEAM:COD-
ERS, that engaged students
with an introductory level com-
puter class focusing on comput-

er coding. Fifty students ranging
from 4th to 8th grade participat-
ed after school on Tuesdays
and Thursdays. STEAM:COD-
ERS provided opportunities
for students to expand their
STEM knowledge and apply
it on a visual platform. For ex-
ample, ASES students took a
trip to the California Science
Center where teachers taught
students the mechanics of cre-
ating a roller coaster. Back on
campus, STEAM:CODERS in-
tegrated that experience into
STEM lessons with art by help-

ing students create computer
animations, videos, and other
computer-based projects that
involved technology.
Afterschool programs work
to positively influence students’
personal development and
support their social and emo-
tional growth. ASES students
have shown a significant boost
in their selfllesteem and in-
creased positive social behav-
iors. Program Coordinator La-
Tonya Babin believes STEAM
lessons can provide students
with a pathway toward success.

Inglewood Unified School Dis-
trict is announcing its policy for pro-
viding free and reduced-price meals
for children served under the Na-
tional School Lunch Program and/
or School Breakfast Program. Each
school and/or the district/agency’s
central office has a copy of the pol-
icy, which may be reviewed by any
interested party on request.

Meal applications will be sent to
all households with a letter informing
parents or guardians of the availabil-
ity of free and reduced-price meals.
To apply, complete one application
for all children in the household and
submit to the school for processing.
Additional copies are available at
the school office or you may apply

online at myiusd.net. Households
may submit an Application at any
time during the school year. Infor-
mation provided on the Application
will be used for the purpose of de-
termining eligibility and may be ver-
ified at any time during the school
year by school officials.

According to the Federal
guidelines children are eligible
for free or reduced-price meals
if their household income is less
than or equal to the Income Eligi-
bility Guidelines identified below,
which will be used to determine
eligibility for meal benefits. These
guidelines are effective July 1,
2016 through June 30, 2017.

In accordance with federal civil

rights law and U.S. Department of
Agriculture (USDA) civil rights reg-
ulations and policies, the USDA,
its agencies, offices, and employ-
ees, and institutions participating in
or administering USDA programs
are prohibited from discriminating
based on race, color, national ori-
gin, sex, disability, age, or reprisal or
retaliation for prior civil rights activity
in any program or activity conduct-
ed or funded by USDA.

Persons with disabiliies who
require alternative means of com-
munication for program information
(e.g. Braille, large print, audiotape,
American Sign Language, etc.),
should contact the agency (state or
local) where they applied for bene-

fits. Individuals who are deaf, hard
of hearing or have speech disabili-
ties may contact USDA through the
Federal Relay Service at 800-877-
8339. Additionally, program infor-
mation may be made available in
languages other than English.

To file a program complaint of
discrimination, complete the USDA
Program Discrimination Complaint
Form (AD-3027), found online at
www.ascr.usda.gov and at any
USDA office, or write a letter ad-
dressed to USDA and provide in the
letter all of the information request-
ed in the form.

Free and Reduced-Price Meal Ap-
plication Form as soon as possible
in order to determine if your student
is eligible. Only one form is needed
per family and they can be obtained
and returned to any school’s front
office, school cafeteria manag-
er, District Office, or online at ez-
mealapp.com. The application may
also be used for other state or fed-
erally funded school benefits.

Factors considered in the applica-
tion process are household size and
total household income. Household
size is considered all persons, relat-
ed or unrelated, including parents,
children, and grandparents who
live in your home and share living
expenses. The Total Household In-
come is the income each household
member received last month before
taxes — this includes wages, social
security, pension, unemployment,
welfare, child support, alimony, and
any other cash income.
